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Create-A-Zoo Creative Team Challenge
Dear Applicants,

      Animals Inc. is looking to bring a new zoo to Gwinnett County, and we would like to offer you a chance to design our new park.   As part of this process, we have created a challenge that we want you to tackle.  Below is a description of the task.

Animals Inc. has $2,500,000 to create a new zoo. The animals you are allowed to purchase and their prices are listed below. You must be as close to the $2,500,000 without going over and be within $10,000 of the total budget.  Your zoo must purchase at least 10 different animals with at least two animals from each vertebrate classification.  When purchasing an animal keep in mind the following:

· Gender of the animal (do you want all males, all females, or an even balance?)
· Number of each type of animal you would like to purchase
· Background and needs of the animals
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Once you have chosen your animals, and then create habitats to meet the needs of those animals.  Complete the spreadsheet of your purchases.  Include the animal’s name, cost, how many you plan to buy, and the total cost for the animal.  You must also have land ($175,000), restrooms ($15,500), souvenir stand ($45,550), and snack bars ($35,500).   
Lastly, you will need to design:

· Map of your zoo

· Spreadsheet of your costs 

· Flyer advertising your zoo
· Prices (Seniors, Adults and Children)

· Name of your zoo

· Slogan

· 1-2 elaborately written persuasive paragraph(s)  

· Vivid picture or logo

· Model of your zoo with five sections 

· Must have at least two animals in each  animal classification group

· Classification cards –each team member will create one for a different animal classification group
